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About Montenegro

Á Montenegro along with Serbia 

constitute the country of Serbia 

& Montenegro (S&M);

Á According to its Constitution, 

Montenegro is defined as a 

ñdemocratic, social, and 

ecological stateò (Ä1) which is 

ñsovereignò in matters that are 

not transferred to competence 

of S&M, i.e., Montenegro has 

its own, ministries, parliament, 

central bank, customs and tax 

regime, etc.

Á Situated in the Mediterranean, 
on the South Adriatic Sea;

Á Its surface area is 13.812 
square kilometers (Sicily is 
25.460 square kilometers, 
Cyprus is 9.251 square 
kilometers);

Á Population figures 677.000;

Á It is a multi-ethnic and multi-
confessional community 
(more than 85% Christian 
orthodox);

Á The capital is Podgorica 
(formerly Titograd) with 
approx. 200,000 inhabitants;

Á Currency used is the ú(Euro).

About Montenegro (écontinued)

Á By its geographical position, 
Montenegro belongs to the 
central Mediterranean that is 
Southern Europe. 

Á The two farthermost points of 
the country are only 190 km 
apart from each other in a 
straight line, but between 
them the northbound air 
streams of Africa meet the 
southbound from the Polar 
circle.

Á The distance between the 
Montenegrin capital 
Podgorica and Rome is 
around 500 km by air, from 
Paris and Berlin it is around 
1.500 km, from Moscow 
almost 2.000 km.

ÁAlthough small in area, nature 
has produced here unique 
contrasts - the quality and 
diversity of its natural and 
anthropological values, makes it 
one of the most attractive regions 
in the Mediterranean;

ÁCaptain Jacque Cousteau, who 
investigated the pollution in the 
Mediterranean with his scientific 
team, described the Montenegrin 
coast the cleanest in the 
Mediterranean - no industrial 
polluters along the coast of 
Montenegro;

ÁOver a span of only 100 km in a 
straight line, three natural 
environments are 
distinguishable: the seaside, the 
karstic field zone and the high 
mountain region - the tourist has 
the possibility of taking a swim in 
the lakes or in the sea, rafting 
down the river and skiing on the 
mountain slopes - all in a day;

ÁThe Parliament of Montenegro, in 
1991, adopted the Declaration 
whereby Montenegro got 
proclaimed the first ecological 
state in the world.

ÁA most attractive resource is the 
more than 290 km long coastline, 
with a multitude of beaches and 
inlets. The beaches are of 
extreme quality and many of 
them have been classified with 
the highest of grade and among 
the most beautiful in the 
Mediterranean;

ÁThe seaside is a very narrow strip 
of land (2-10 km wide), separated 
from the inland by high and steep 
limestone mountains of Rumija, 
Sutorman, Orjen, and Lovcen;

Nature beyond conception (écontinued)

ÁThe width of the Adriatic Sea is 
greatest between Montenegro 
and Southern Italy (around 200 
km), and that part of the Adriatic 
is at the same time the deepest 
(greatest depth is 1.330 m at the 
point 120 km south-west of the 
Bay of Kotor);

ÁAn abundance of underwater 
caves, shipwrecks, cliffs and rich 
marine life (some of it rare) make 
Montenegro a scuba diving 
heaven;

ÁThere are 40 lakes in Montenegro 
and its rivers have still remained 
the purest of Europe's;

ÁThe Tara is the longest Mountain 
river in Montenegro (150 km). The 
canyon of the river is about 80 km 
long cut between the mountains 
of Sinjajevina and Durmitor, the 
average depth is about 1.000m, 
near the town of Obzir it reaches 
the depth of 1.300 m which 
makes it the deepest and longest 
canyon of the world after the 
Grand Canyon of Colorado;

ÁEighty percent of the territory is 
comprised of forests, natural 
pasturelands and meadows;

ÁA total of 2.833 plant species, 
many of them unique, grow here 
which makes up nearly a quarter 
of the entire European flora! All 
that in a mere 0.14% of the 
continents territory;

ÁThe entire northern part of 
Montenegro is literally an oasis of 
untouched nature which is 
waiting to be explored;

ÁThere is definitely no other 
country in Europe where the 
nature lover can enjoy so many 
activities, i.e., rafting, fishing, 
climbing, hunting, hiking, 
canoeing, skiing, at a most 
diverse morphological 
environment;
